The character will periodically be attacked
by delinquents.

The delinquents will occupy more of the
screen over time. Press the A button to
fight off the delinquents before they
completely occupy the screen.

*You cannot fight off the delinquents while

the character is sleeping or pouting.

Mini Game/Bowling

Rapidly tap the A button for ten seconds.
The more you tap the more power the
bowling throw will have.

If there isn't enough power, it will be
considered a fail.
